The selection process will be the following:

The next top 4
scores, regardless of class, will also be
included in the finals competition.

Judges in the preliminary competition will
switch roles for the finals competition to
ensure equity during the scoring process. A
list of judges will be on the website as soon
as all are finalized.

Classifications

Bands will be assigned to one of four
performance classes based on the size of
the horn line (woodwinds and brass)

Class1A.........cooiiiiieinn. 1-25
Class 2A........ccooeviiiiiiinnnn, 26 -44
Class 3A......ccoviviiiiiiininn, 45 - 64
Class4A........cccociiviiieinn.n. 65+

Sizes in class may be adjusted to
accommodate natural breaks in horn line
size.

The Pirate’s Cove Classic will NOT be using

the NCBA scoring system. The band ratings
and placements will be determined under the
following guidelines:
